5. From the Save as type list, select the .cd3 extension and then save the project file to the 
required location.  
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The project file is saved on the selected location with the .cd3 extension. You need this 
file to import the asset information. 

You have completed the procedure for generating the project file. Now, you can 
upload the file in the Import Assets tab in the VMDR OT application. 
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
